Maintaining a whole of school approach to the teaching of literacy within a balanced reading programme.
Maintaining and refining teacher capability, and continuing curriculum and pedagogy support (CaPS), with
respect to designing curriculum-aligned monitoring tasks for short-term data cycles.

» Continuing to provide focused teaching targeted at ‘C’ students in order to improve the quality of their
demonstrations of learning against the relevant year-level achievement standard.
